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Despite limited funds in Gaza, we have worked with charitable indi-
viduals to deliver financial aid, primarily through Zakat donations
from generous global donors.

130, 394 beneficiaries in Gaza were served through these efforts
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Humanitarian initiatives aimed at sponsor children up to age
12 who lost both parents or one of them in the Gaza War of 2023/2024.

We launched a special campaign, “Sponsor Me and Be with Me,”
aiming to support 1,000 Gaza orphans with a $100 monthly spon-

sorship for one year.
